Photos of a child or baby

If you are trying capture a child’s personality, sure
take some formal shots but keep snapping when
your talking to them after, get them to tell you a
story or describe a recent experience and then put
a range of pictures ( at 1 or 2 different sizes)
together in a single frame, adults just love it.
What about babies, The reason it is sometimes hard
to get a good shot of one is generally they have flat
faces when born so the trick is to make the faces
look rounder by using your lighting or positioning
the child/ mum so one side of their face is in
shadow, giving depth and dimension.
